Surrey Squash & Racketball Association – AGM

Minutes of the Annual General Meeting of the Surrey Squash & Racketball Association held on Wednesday 16th July 2008 held at Purley Sports Club.

1. Opening

Bobbie Wilson, President and Richard Winter, Chairman welcomed all the members present to this Annual General Meeting.

2. Apologies for absence were received from Jo Robinson - Ebbisham Club, Jonathan Gray  - Grafton 1st team Captain and Bob Gray - Dorking Club

3. The Minutes of the Annual General Meeting held on 18th July 2007 are approved and signed by the Chairman as a true and accurate record of the meeting. Proposed by Sue Monckton and seconded by Bobbie Wilson.

4. Matters Arising from the minutes – The 2007 AOB item on introducing point per rally rules for the higher league divisions were agreed by clubs to be implemented in our men’s 1st Division.

5. Chairman’s Annual Report

Annual Report was summarised at the meeting by Richard Winter. He also confirmed that a copy would be available to view on our Surrey Website by the end of this week.

· A successful Inter County year with three winning teams, Men’s Seniors, Men’s Over 55 and Women’s Over 40’s.

· Surrey Closed event – Men’s won by Stacey Ross and Women’s won by Isabelle Tweedle

· For those that might not know we have run very healthy Junior Leagues with ELEVEN divisions.

· Bobbie asked for extra members to apply for Patrons membership – which contribute towards the Junior expenses – forms can be obtained from Florence Hepburn

· Could we please ask for a volunteer for a Referee co-ordinator?

· We have a new World Deaf Champion in Surrey – Jamie Matthews- Ebbisham.

· Colets Men’s team retained their Club Championships with their Women’s team coming 2nd in their group.

· Racketball – we are lacking and behind most counties and are looking at introducing a Surrey league.

· At the England Squash Council meeting it was stated that squash generally, has a problem with finding volunteers.

6. Treasurer’s Report for the year 2006/2007

The Surrey funds are reasonably healthy with our biggest problem being with England Squash in that no affiliation monies have been received from our major clubs, a point that was to be rectified by now.

7. Election of Officers

There were no nominations received nor any changes to these posts, so the existing officers were happy to continue.

8. Introduction to playing in our next year’s leagues

Racketball – we are trying to create a Racketball league for the coming season but so far we have only 3 clubs interested. We are sending out an email to all club contacts to raise interest, could you all respond quickly stating your interest?

Squash league rules and nominations. Surrey Cup Rules need to be adhered to absolutely, you WILL be penalised for non-compliance. Please ensure everyone checks Leaguemaster for the current rules and penalties.

If the rules are not working they can be changed, please contact Tim Stainton direct.

Sue Monckton (league co coordinator) stated that people do not send in their cards causing a lot of additional work.

Tim replied the CARDS are what we go by. On the Leaguemaster website If there is a Red phone icon next to the match and it has not been verified within three weeks then it is up to the Away team to check why not and talk to your co coordinator if there is a problem.

9. Development by Justyn Price 

England Squash has created a new London Region it comprises Surrey, Kent Sussex and Middlesex. Jo Robinson has introduced another 2000 children to squash and we are seeing them progress into clubs.

We are getting a performance coach (Mike Harris) out of England Squash and into the regional squads.

He has set up an 11-year-old training camp and is doing four more sessions this year.

Warlingham club have sent several people on the Level 1 coaching course and have had help with the funding. They will then get juniors from local schools in to use off peak empty courts. 

A Business league with corporate coaching sections is running based in Guildford University. 

Jo Robinson is covering Surrey and South London with Graham covering the ‘rural Surrey’ area and will help to use your empty courts.

All Bronze, Silver and Gold Junior leagues are being introduced to point per rally, also for County and Inter County matches.

The prime reason for squash not getting into the next Olympics is that we did not have a uniform world wide scoring system, point per rally addresses this.

Point per rally is being introduced to the Seniors over time.

Funding from government runs in a four-year cycle that starts again in the year 2010.

England Squash is linking to Universities – with students getting squash accredited. These students will then be available during the daytime and can then go into clubs during the day to introduce racketball/squash when the courts are less used.

10.  Matters raised by Warlingham on AGM attendance.

 Not matters for AGM rather for the Surrey Competitors rules, but your comments are noted.

· Tim to circulate all clubs with Racketball information

· Is mandatory to attendance at the AGM good or bad??

Notification of AGM (Agenda & last year minutes) to increase from four to six weeks - as there was no disagreement to this process the amendment was carried.
